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THOUGHT FOR THE WEEK 
Jesus’ second parable expresses a related truth about the 
kingdom. This time Jesus draws imagery from the prophet 
Ezekiel, who spoke of God’s kingdom becoming like a 
mighty cedar towering above all others, offering protection 
and security to all peoples, represented by the birds of  
every kind which can rest in its shade. Jesus uses the       
example of the mustard seed to respond to those who 
question His vision of the future greatness of the kingdom 
He is ushering in. Although the kingdom has only small   
beginnings - rooted in the life and ministry of one man, 
Jesus - just like the mustard seed, it has the potential of 
greatness within it and can become the biggest of all 
shrubs, able to offer welcome to all.
